The world-famous orchestra I Virtuosi Italiani, with its nearly twenty years of  successful performances all over Italy and Europe, has recently joined one of the most highly regarded Italian chamber orchestras, the Accademia I Filarmonici.

The synergy  between both orchestras’ excellent artistic level allows this new orchestra to take a prominent position in Italy and Europe.

The orchestra I Virtuosi Italiani has published a great number of excellent recordings - over fifty - with the most important recording companies, such as Chandos, Emi, Naxos, Dynamic, Verany,  Arcadia; more than  500.000 copies have been sold all over the world.

I Virtuosi Italiani  has been performing all over Italy and Europe, working together with world-famous conductors and soloists, such as Mariella Devia, Barbara Hendricks, Giuliano Carmignola, Fabio Biondi, Maxence Larrieu, Enzo Dara, Claudio Desideri, Katia Ricciarelli, Cecilia Gasdia, Vincenzo La Scola, Pavel Vernikov, Bruno Giuranna, Lev Markiz, Patrick Gallois, Natalia Gutman and Julian Rachlin.  It has been an acclaimed guest of important festivals  at the Teatro alla Scala, the  Maggio Musicale Fiorentino, the Teatro La Fenice, the Accademia Nazionale di Santa Cecilia, the Teatro Regio of  Parma, the Teatro Filarmonico of Verona, the Associazione Barattelli of L’Aquila, the Unione Musicale of Turin, the Istituzione Universitaria dei Concerti of Rome. 

I Virtuosi Italiani also cooperated  with the New York City Ballet for the mise en scène of  Stravinsky’s Apollon Musagète; in 2001 the orchestra performed  the whole of Rossini’s “opera in un atto”  for the Opera Comique of Paris and held two successful concerts at the  Konzerhaus in Vienna. 

Though the main figure remains the traditional Konzertmeister - Alberto Martini, founder and leader of the orchestra Accademia I Filarmonici – the orchestra I Virtuosi Italiani has always shown great interest for all kinds of repertoire, exploring the grounds of jazz and world music and working together with great artists of international renown like Chick Corea, Goran Bregovic, Michael Nyman, Franco Battiato.

The orchestra I Virtuosi Italiani has been holding for many years, in Verona, its own concert season  “I Concerti della Domenica” at the prestigious Sala Maffeiana, and the international “Festival Atlantide” at the Teatro Nuovo. In the near future I Virtuosi Italiani will be on tour in Italy and abroad (Poland, Spain, Eastern Europe, U.S.A, China and Japan) and will produce important recordings with the main recording companies.
